Dear Charger Family, 
 

What a great start to a new academic school year. This issue 
highlights some of the achievements of our 2011 school year. 
They speak for themselves in reflecting the comprehensive  
nature of our talented students and staff. Thank you for  
providing the community support needed for such outstanding 
endeavors. 
 

Our expectations at McClintock remain high as we pursue new goals for student 
achievement. As a faculty, we have been analyzing our AIMS information and  
designing new action plans. We are proud to announce that we made Adequate 
Yearly Progress in every student subgroup on campus. In addition, we made  
significant gains in math and reading. Our American Indian students led our  
improvement efforts in math with an increase of 15%. Students continued to perform 
well in reading and in writing. Our Special Education students led our improvement 
efforts in reading with an increase of 20%.  
 

As we approach the AIMS season, we are also encouraging freshmen, sophomores, 
and juniors to register for the PSAT on October 15. College may seem far away, but 
itôs not too early to prepare. The test contains math, reading, and writing questions 
similar to those on the SAT students take before they apply to colleges. As the  
saying goes, ñpractice makes perfect,ò and this is a perfect opportunity to simulate 
the testing environment of the SAT. With their test scores, students receive feedback 
on how to better prepare for the college entrance exam. High PSAT scores during 
the studentsô junior year may qualify them for the National Merit Scholarship  
program. Currently, two McClintock Chargers have been identified as National Merit  
Semifinalists! 
 

Additionally, we are preparing for the AIMS assessments October 25 thru October 
27. Students who have not yet mastered any section of the AIMS test will be given 
an opportunity to retest in October. In addition, juniors who have already met the 
standards in reading, writing, and mathematics are being encouraged to retake the 
assessment to see if they can exceed the standards. We continue to recognize  
students who exceed on any AIMS assessment through program recognition and 
gold tassels on graduation night. We encourage all Chargers not only to meet, but 
also to exceed the state standards for student achievement. 
 

While todayôs students follow in the footsteps of many distinguished graduates, these 
students will create a legacy and tradition of their own for others to follow. All  
students play a part in building a culture of high performers, and each is both impor-
tant and significant to the success of McClintock High School. Thank you, parents 
and community members. McClintock is ever grateful and appreciative of the support 
you continue to provide both our school and our students.

Counseling Is Available Through the City of Tempe  
 

One of the ways the City of Tempe actively supports its mission to make Tempe the best place to live, 
work, and play is through its Counseling Program.  The program, with offices located on the second 
floor of the Tempe Public Library, provides counseling for individuals, couples, and families, and has 
done so for over 25 years. 
 

Tempe residents, and anyone with a child attending a school in Tempe, who cannot get counseling  
services elsewhere (for example, through their health insurance or AHCCCS) are eligible for services.  
Counseling issues include depression, anxiety, stress, parent/child issues, partner relationship  
problems, sexual abuse, grief, trauma, domestic violence, substance abuse, and other emotional and 
behavioral issues.  The cityôs therapists are Licensed Professional Counselors and Masterôs-level  
counselors. 
 

Services are available in English and Spanish. 
 

Fees are $5 to $40 per session based on family size and income. 
 

Counseling is strictly confidential.

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Guidelines for School Dances

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SWEEP Builds Responsibility  

THE CHARGER SPARK 

The SWEEP  program addresses any student who is tardy. A student who is tardy is sent 
to the SWEEP area in Room 1002. The purpose of the SWEEP program is to reinforce the 
importance of punctuality, responsibility, and respect. If a student enters a class after the 
bell rings, it is a  disruption to the learning process of all of the students in the class.  
 

All students who are late for any class period throughout the day are SWEPT. 
Parents may call the attendance office to excuse up to 10 minutesô tardiness.   
Tardiness of more than 10 minutes is classified as an absence. 
Students with excessive time in SWEEP may have further disciplinary action taken by the administration. 
A student attending SWEEP sits quietly for the remainder of the hour she or he is SWEPT.  
The student is responsible to see the teacher of the class she or he missed in order to turn in work, learn 
what was covered in class, and receive homework assignments. 
The support of this program by parents and students, as well as of all of the MHS staff, will help create a 
climate for learning at McClintock High School.  

 

Students are not allowed to be tardy to any class. Remember, it is the studentôs responsibility to see the 
teacher of the missed class by the end of that day to make up the missed work for credit. 
 

Every third sweep will count as an unexcused absence.

Student/Passenger Drop -off 
Policy 2011 -12 

1. The Southwest Parking Lot, at the southwest 
corner of the McClintock High School campus, is 
closed to all vehicles dropping off students and/or 
passengers. It is only to be used by Preschool 
parents for pick-up or drop-off and by visitors, 
faculty, staff, and administration for parking. 

2. The Peggy Payne Parking Lot in front of Unit 5 may 
be used by vehicles for dropping off or picking up 
students. They must, however, use the lane  
between the parking spaces, and leave the lane 
closest to the building available for buses only. 

3. The East (Student) Lot may be accessed by either 
Los Feliz or Del Rio with two way traffic all around. 
Vehicles entering from Del Rio must bear right into 
the parking spaces just south of the Gym Plaza 
driveway area (indicated by ñBear Rightò sign) so 
as to allow buses arriving from Los Feliz adequate 
space. 

4. The North Parking Lot is not open for Student/
Passenger Drop-off or Pick-up. 

5. There is no student drop-off or pick-up on Del Rio 
during school hours. This is to insure the safety of 
our students. 

Student Parking  
Parking is available to students with a 
valid driverôs license. Student parking is 
restricted to the northwest corner of East 
Del Rio and Los Feliz. 

 

Students are expected to operate their vehicles in 
a safe manner. Any violation of school rules could 
result in suspension of parking privileges. Those 
violations include, but are not limited to, loitering, 
reckless driving, fighting, smoking, or any insubor-
dinate behavior. 

McClintock High School is not  
responsible for any theft or damage.   

Bus Service  
Bus service is available to students who live out-
side a two-mile radius of the campus and within 
the McClintock boundaries. It is important for

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Child Find and Identification Procedures  

The Tempe Union High School District shall inform the general public and parents within its 
boundaries of responsibility of special education services for students aged 3 through 21 years 
and how to access those services, including information regarding early intervention services for 
children aged birth through 2 years. The District is also responsible for public awareness and child 
find for children attending private schools or who are home schooled within our geographic 
boundaries. 
 

The District is responsible for identifying, locating, and evaluating all children with  
disabilities in our district who are in the 9

th
 grade through the age of 21, and for referring 

children from birth through 2 years of age to the Arizona Early Intervention Program 
(AzEIP) for evaluation and appropriate services. For students age 3 through 8

th
 grade, the 

students are referred to the district of residence. That district is required to screen and/or 
evaluate the child within the state prescribed timelines. For children aged birth through 5 
years, our district is responsible to use the Arizona Child Find Tracking Form and submit it 
to AzEIP or the district of residence (depending upon the age of the child) within two  
working days of the date of initial referral. These forms can be obtained from the district 
office, Educational Services Department, or from the Social worker assigned to your  
campus.  
 

For all new students to the district, the classroom teacher will be asked to complete screening 
forms within 45 days of enrollment. The teacher will look at the childôs ability in the areas of  
academics, vision, hearing, adaptive, communication, social/emotional, and motor skills. If any 
concerns are noted, the child may be referred for additional help. 
 

The District is also responsible for providing a free and appropriate public education (FAPE). The 
term ñFAPEò means special education and related services that: 

Í are provided at public expense, under public supervision and direction, and without 

charge; 

Í meet the standards of the state education agency; 

Í include pre-school, elementary, or secondary school education in the State; and  

Í are provided in conformity with an Individualized Education Program (IEP) that meets 

Federal requirements. 
 

Tempe Union High School District will refer any children who are suspected of having a disability 

for evaluation and, if appropriate, for services.  
 

The District will make FAPE available to any child who needs special education and related  

services, even though the child has not failed or been retained in a course or grade, and is ad-

vancing from grade to grade. 
 

The District will make the determination that a child is eligible for special education and related 
services on an individual basis by a properly constituted team.
