Students without the required immunizations are not allowed to
attend school until they receive the needed shots and present
documentary proof to the school Bealth Rffice. Additionally,
students who do not receive immunizations when they become due
during the school year must be suspended from school attendance
until they present documentary proof they have received the
needed shots.

Immunization exemptions are permitted for permanent or tempoG
rary medical reasons (physician’s signature needed) or for students
whose parents’ personal beliefs prevent receipt of immunizations.
In such cases, an exemption form must be signed by the physician
and/or parent and placed in the students’ file. The exemption form
should be used only for the reasons  listed above. It should also not
be used as a convenience to allow parents more time to get the
needed shots for their student, nor should it be used by the school
to avoid absences that may be costly to the school.

These
clinics provide daily, weekly or monthly services
and are held at various locations throughout the
county.

shirts and other tops must meet the pants/slacks/skirts with no
exposure of abdomen, back or side.

P Not permitted: strapless tops, tube tops, halter tops, or oneQ
strap tops. No bustiers or tops with spaghetti straps. Straps
must be at least two fingers in width. No seeQthrough shirts or
necklines that expose any cleavage.

P Underwear may not show (boxers, briefs, thongs, bras, etc.)
and underwear and sleepwear worn as outerwear (i.e. camiQ
soles or men[s undershirts) is not permitted.

Pants, Gkirts, Ghorts, etc.
P Sagging is not allowed. The waistband of the pants, shorts or

skirt must meet the bottom of the shirt or top at all times (i.e.
standing, sitting, etc.)

P Shorts and skirts must pass the _pointer finger` rule, which
means that they may be not shorter than where the student[s
pointer finger touches the leg when the arm is hanging straight
down.

P Pants, shorts or skirts must cover underwear at all times.

Students and their parents/guardians have the responsibility to
be aware of the school[s specific dress code and to conform to
these reSuirements. If a student or parent has any Suestions about
whether specific attire or accessories are in compliance with this
Dress Code, they should contact an Assistant Principal prior to
wearing such attire or accessory to ensure compliance. On camQ
pus, the faculty, staff and administration have the responsibility
to interpret and enforce this policy. The administration retains
the final discretion to determine that the garment or accessory
meets the dress code.
